FISHER: S50 that everybody's covered,

and I know that my project

is gonna get across the finish line.
ROBERTSON : Right.

RASHAD: Well, let me say this to you,

Bill, 'cause you and I hadn’t had a chance
to talk in a while, but, I will say thi=z, um,
it would've, things would've been a lot clearer,

probably wouldn't have been az, a little murky.
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LAUGHS 'Cause in the beginning, we

had such a great rapport and establishment
with you, and then, when the other guy

that was involved, BRIAN, speaking of,

know, RON, RCN doesn't bring any support, what vyou're
really telling, I mean, you're, the relationship with
D'ANGELO 1s you guys.

ROBERTSON: Yeah.
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FISHER;: It's not RON. I mean, that's obvious.
ROBERTSON: Right.

FISHER: Because I wouldn't have gotten completely
dusted.

ROBERTSON: Yeah.

FISHER: Um, in the other. So, why don't we, you
know, again, why don't, why don't you have the
agreement. ..

FISHER: They're not on the documents,..

ROBERTSON Yeah,

FISHER: But they are in, they'll, they'll...
RCBERTSON: Yeah,

FISHER: You, they'll get taken care ¢of from the
contrackt.

RCBERTSON: Correct,

FISHER: Okay-

RCBERTSON: Yeah,

FISHER: And, um, well, you're saying I, I should
nmeet with D'ANGELO? Again, you're coming up, and
he'll confirm that if we do this, then we're not gonna

have any problem on DALLAS WEST VILLAGE?
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ROBERTSON: Right. You can meet UI...

FISHER: Again, I'm not expecting a letter from him...
RCBERTSCON : Yeah.

RASHAD: Yeah.

FISHER: I, T don't think we want a letter

floating around on this.

RASHAD:  Right.

FISHER: We don't, you know..,.

RCBERTSON:  Right, right, right.

FISHER: We don't wanna, uh, you know,

RASHAD: Yeah.

ROBERTSON: T know what you're saying. Yeah.

So, yep, um, I'll, I mean, now, you probably can, 1
UI, I'1l let him know how, you know, the meeting went
and everything, and then, you can give him a ¢all. But,
uh, he can meet with you on it, and kinda UI...
FISHER: That'd be great. He just needs to confirm
that...

ROBERTSON: Mm-hmm.

FISHER: This is how this is being covered, and if
we do that., Now what about DALLAS WEST VILLAGE?
ROBERTSON : Um...

FISHER: Let "s assume that that project goes forward.
RASHAD: Mm-hrem.

FISHER: What, what, what, what, what else do I need
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to do? OQr is this it?

ROBERTSON For right now, that's it., I mean, that I
can, that I, that I know about. You know, I don't, I
mean. . .

FISHER: So, D'ANGELGC's happy with the

contract on PECAN, passing WEST VILLAGE? Uh, but once
I get zoned on WEST VILLAGE and I have a project UI,
you know, there's nothing else I'm supposed to be
doing? Again, you guys have to be, just be straight
forward on what I need to do, so I can say yeah or no
and, 'cause I'll do what I agreed to do. I just wanna
make sure...part of the problem last time was I, you
know, whatever was going on...

ROBERTSON: Mro-hmm.

FISHER: You know, I just wasn't picking up on it...
ROBERTSON: Mm-hmm.

FISHER: I didn't do some things I shoulda dene.

I don't wanna miss the boat this time.

RCBERTSON: Mm~hmm.

FISHER: S5¢, just make sure you say this, you know,
bing bang boom...

ROBERTSON: Mrm~hrarn,

FISHER: This is what I need to do. If I tell vyou
yes, I[711 do exactly that, and then, I expect D'ANGELO

to carry me across the finish line,
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RASHAD: Well, well.

FISHER: Ruh?

RASHAD ¢ Well, let us do this here deal. I mean, we'll
Just table, as far as the WEST VILLAGE deal, table,
uh, that until it's really clear, you know, uh,
because I den't, I, myself perscnally, I don't wanna
just say this today, then it start to, you know,
something changes cor whatever.

FISHER: You mean you want to talk to D'ANGELQ?
RASHAD: Right. Mm-hmm. Yeah, yeah, yeah,

yeah, I'd like to UI.

FISHER: Thinking he may expect something ...LAUGHS
else out...

RASHAD: Yeah, UI, because my thing is, again if,

if, if, you know, if you have RON, is on this project,
and not to bring that up again, but moving forward to
WEST VILLAGE he may, ycu know, may not be

involved.

FISHER: I thought you teld me RON's out.

RCOBERTSON ! Right, well, eof, of, of, the, the coming up
projects, you know.

FISHER: Alright.

RASHAD: That's what I'm UI about.

FISHER: UI I mean, he's not UI? If I'm deing

RA-MILL cn PECAN GROVE, He's out.
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ROBERTSON: Yeah., MNow let me ask you thiz. What
kind of contract do you have with, with, with, with him
on PECAN GRCVE, with RON?

FISHER: I, I'd have to lecok. I mean, frankly, I'd,
I would say nocne.

ROBERTSON : Okavy.

FISHER: I mean, really, his and TOMMY's

agreement with me had to do with getting the District
Five projects acress the finish line.

ROBERTSON: Mm—himm.

FISHER: Um, now certainly if, you know, RON, I'm
happy to have him bid some of the work and get

gome of the work.

ROBERTSCN ¢ Mm-hmm.

FISHER: But as far as his global approach...
ROBERTSON: Mm-hmm.

FISHER: I mean, they, they were, he was
unsuccesgsful.

ROBERTSON: Right, right.

FISHER: I mean, I got completely crushed in the two
projects they were supposed to help me with.
ROBERTSON: M'kay.

FISHER: So, I don't have, really have anything with
RON ¢on PECAN.

ROBERTSON: Okay. DOkay.
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FISHER: 80, that doesn't mean that RON won't get an
oppertunity to participate.

RCBERTSON: Right, right.

FISHER: That's my daughter here, heold on. One
minute,

RCBERTSON & Go ahead.

FISHER: Talking to his daughter cn the phene
Yeah, honey. How was 1t? I knew it would be hard.
Open book sometime is tough. Did you do alright?
Well, did you have answers to everything? Well,
vou'll ke alright then. Okay, well let me call you
back. I'm in a meeting. Love, love you.

Talking tce RASHAD and ROBERTSON

Scrry. Duty calls first.

RASHAD: uT.

ROBERTSCN: How many, how many deals do you

got coming up?

FISHER: I have eight projects.

ROBERTSON: UI.

FISHER: I have six bond projects. One in Dallas.
ROBERTSON: Mm-hmm.

FISHER: Two in Heouston.

ROBERTSCN: No, I'm talking about the Dallas ones.
FISHER: Just the DALLAS WEST VILLAGE is my next

project here.
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ROBERTSON: And then, after that is...

FISHER: Depends on how you feel. LAUGHS Yeah,

I'd love to do more ...LAUGHS.

ROEBERTSON: Ckay. Okay.

FISHER: You see how this works?

ROBERTSON = Yeah. Yeah.

FISHER: We have got to work out a way...

RCBERTSON: Right.

FISHER: That these things work in District Five,

If you will show me how to do that, T will try and do
what you guys ask me to, what D'ANGELO asks me to do,
whatever DON...

ROBERTSON : Mm-—hmm.

FISHER: Needs to get done.

ROBERTSCN: Mm—hmr .

FISHER: And...

ROBERTSON: M'kay.

FISHER: Then, we'll have more projects.

ROBERTSON: What about in Houston?

FISHER: I have, uh, twe prejects in Houston with the
Housing Authority.

RCBERTSCN: Ckay.

FISHER: Um, so, I've got two in Houston, three in
San Antonio, one in Dallas, one coming in Dallas, and

I have two down in the Rio Gramde Valley. And, of
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course, I have twe that I already finished construction.

Ore in Arlington and one in Houston.

ROBERTSON: Okay. Okay. Well, I just, um, it's just,

like the ones you have in Housten. Are they, um, uh,
they're coming up or they, they're, they're, they're
already started or what do, what do, what do, what do
you, what do you have te do?

FISHER: One is already started. The other cne is
coming.

ROBERTSON : Ckay.

FISHER: The single-family home design I mentioned
to you.

EOBERTSON: Okay. How many units?

FISHER: Two-hundred and forty.

ROBERTSON: Oh, ckay. Okay.

PARUSE

Okay. So did, in just, in the Dallas area you just
got the DALLAS WEST VILLAGE?

FISHER: And PECAN GROVE.

ROBERTSON:  Right.

FISHER: Which is, has not started.

ROBERTSON:  Right, right. Okay.

M'kay. So, yeah, I mean, I wanna do all I

can and, and, and, which is gonna ke a lot, but I, we

talked t¢ D'ANGELO, uh, I thought you had more than,
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more than just, ahh, one other preject that was coming,
vh, to Dazllas, to DALLAS WEST VILLAGE. I thought

you had like another one too.

VILLAGE, I had ¢ne over on VILLAGE FAIR, but that went
to LECN BACKES. I had PECAN GROVE here. Those

were my projects here.

ROBERTSON: Mm—hmm .

FISHER: Uh, and I had another, you know, I had like left
and right partials on the one that LEON ended up with
that, you know, you got, they're mutually exclusive.
¥You can only do one, so...

ROBERTSON: Ckay.

FISHER: VILLAGE FAIR.

RCBERTSON: M'kay. Okay. ’'Cause Y was thinking

that, well, who I, who we talking abcut, I think he might
have told me that he had a contract on PECAN GROVE

and if...s0 the contract you got with PFECAN GROVE and
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1 ||RON is not nothin' solid,

T mean, if
that help any, you know, that's UI,

RASHAD: And I'11 be perfectly honest with you,

not to cut you short, but I'll be perfectly honest with
you, you know, we, you know, we gonna, we gonna

take some of the, uh, accountability,

we kinda dropped the ball a little bit, too.

too. ABRDUL, of curse, was overseas. Originally,

you know, RICK wasn't around. It was

myself, D'ANGELO and, uh, ABDUL when we first

called RON, because AB, uh, RON was ABDUL's guy, so

to speak, and, uh, again, uh, he, the way it was all set
up in the beginning, he's supposed to been, we had the
autonomy. He was supposed to been coeming to us, not
the other way around, kasically, us coming to him. We
didn't have, we don't have anything kinding, and the
way that we do business, we do it contractually. And
the whole point, uh, of emphasis right now is, uh, not a
question ¢f, uh, uh, is he gonna actually do, well it
is a question of, i1s he gonna do exactly what it is he
said he was gonna do? That's, see, if, if, if it was,
if it was him, how, no, 'cause it's, vou know, in the

old western days they used to do a, a centract with a
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handshake. LAUGHS... You know, you can't,
unfortunately, you can't do that now. But that's
kinda, like, the relaticnship that we have. 2And if it
was him...

FISHER: You and D'ANGELO and...

RASHAD: Yeah, I mean...

FISHER:  Uh, and...

RASHAD: Exactly, exactly.

FISHER: RICK and...

RASHAD: Exactly. I mean, I could go, if he tell me
something, I know it's, it's kinding. I don't need a
contract, you know. Unless his banks have to have it,
whatever.

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ROBERTSON: Right.

FISHER: Right,

RASRBAD: Yep.

FISHER: And that'll cover D'ANGELDO and you guys.
Right?

ROBERTSON : Right.

FISHER: Um, and then you'll, D'ANGELO will give me
some kind of confirmation that, that covers it.
ROBERTSON: UT

RASHAD:  Right.

FISHER: And then, that will get DALLAS WEST VILLAGE
done?

ROBERTSON: Right .

FISHER: What you were telling me is, you're saying,
let's leave that up in the air for now, because you
want £o talk to D'ANGELO.

ROBERTSON: Mm—hmm.,

FISHER: But, if he wants something else, he's got to
call me and tell me.

ROBERTSON: M'kay.

RASHAD: Right. Right.

FISHER: Right? Or he's gotta meet with me and tell
me, right?

RCOBERTSON : Mm—hrnm.

FISHER: 'Cause you, I know what you're implying, is
that he may want the prime, 1f you got RA, he may want
RA-MILL to get the prime subcontract on DALLAS WEST

VILLAGE.
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ROBERTSON: Right.

FISHER: Yeah, and I don't want to find out about
that after the fact. I'd like to know about that, you
kfiow, now.

RASHAD; Right.

FISHER: Ckay?

RASHAD: Right.

FISHER: So, y'all will talk to him about that?
ROBERTSON:; Yeah,

RASHAD: Right.

FISHER; Ckay.

FISHER: Well, you can just call me and let me know.
RASHAD: Okay.

FISHER: If that's part of the requirement,
ROBERTSON: Ckay.

FISHER: Um, then if it is, when I get with, to
D'ANGELG, then we can just confirm what we talked
about,

FISHEER: Wow the, uh, last step, you know, frankly,
D'ANGELO doesn't pass the case, DON HILL passes

the case. 50, vou know, just talk to D'ANGELO about
how this gets me across with DCN.

ROBERTSON: Ckay.,

FISHER: Or, do y'all know how this gets me across
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with DON?

ROBERTSON : Well, I mean, it, as far as his

influence, um, I would say that it, you know...

RASHAD: It carries a lot.

ROBERTSON: Yeah, it carries a lot. And, 'cause,

like I said, um, it, it, it, I mean, it carries a lot.
You know, so...

FISHER: Okay.

ROBERTSON: Even as far as, he just, with his influence,
"cause I know, like I said, he, it seem like to me

that he'd make it, he's, he, he does, he, he gives

them all the good reasons to do it and, you

know, you know? He just influences 'em, uh...

RASHAD: and, and, and, also...

ROBERTSCN : His decisicns.

RASHAD: And also 1 know, uh, for a fact that there was
another project that came available that DON requested
D*ANGELC to contact mvself as well as, uh, RICK, because
he really wanted to see us Involved in it, so...

FISHER: Okay. So DON's making sure that RA-MILL's

in, getting in the loop here?

ROBERTSON: Yeah.

RASHAD: Right.

FISHER: Ckay.

RASHAD: I know that for a fact., 8o, you know, moving
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forward, I think if, uh, if everything, you know, holds
true to form, it's, it's gonna work out. It's gonna work
out. UI...OUnfertunately, that, uh, you know, again, we
accept some of the responsibility in terms of what

had happened and I don't usually do business like that,
neither do we, but, not to rehash that. We'll mave
forward with things and make sure you get everything
covered, cover all our bases.

FISHER: Yeah, I'm, I'm frankly, I'm less concerned
about what happened...

RASHAD: tdm—tirnm .

FISHER: Than let's make sure that we are deing...
RASHAD: Mm—hmm.

FISHER: What everybody knows and, you know, all

I'm gonna be asking is to make sure that I'm covered.
That, you know, DON is telling me we're covered, and
D'BANGELO's telling me we're covered, and wa'll make
this work. Now, yocu know...

RASHAD: Now, I did have one, one, and I don't know,
I'm just...

FISHEE: Okay.

RASHAD; Gonna mention this. Um, I don't know if

you can say vyay or nay to this. One, one of the

things that we had, um, been told, sc to speak,

because I"1l ke honest with you, D'ANGELO definitely
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was upset, uh, about, uh, RCON having what is somewhat
the autonomy, is that, um, he mentiocned, uh, RON did,
about a contract agreement that he had with you that
was guaranteeing him, really if he didn't do any work,
or whatever, so I don't know with him becoming
frustrated; being upset or whatever, uh, if there was,
and I don't know. That may not have, have anything
to do with you, but we want to make

to make sure, in other words with RON, I want to make
sure, he don't have some ace in the hole. Something
that he's just saying that he really don't have with
you, because you just said a second ago that you all
agreements contingent upon, uh, and, and, and...
FISHER: Wouldn't yeou...

RASHAD I don't know. I'm just asking.

FISHER: Wouldn't you imagine.

ROBERTSON: Yeah, yeah.

FISHER: Wouldn't you imagine that, that's scme, I
mean they have incentive...

ROBERTSON: Mm—~hmm .

FISHER: To get, uh, uh, they, again, they really
had no cpportunity to get work unless they got the two
deals, at least one ¢f the two deals in District Five,
ROBERTSON: Right .

FISHER: And basically, that's what their contract
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said. It said you get, if you get one in District

Five, you get one contract. If you get two in

District Five, you get two, and not only that, if you
get two in District Five, I'll consider using you in
the, uh, District Eight preoject.

ROBERTSON: Yeals.

FISHER: PECAN GROVE.

ROBERTSON: Right.

RASHAD: Well, see, I didn't, I, me personally, I, I
don't want to see no, if there, there's a possibility,
any repercussions, so to speak, if he have some type of
guaranteed contract with vou, in reference te that. MNaow,
he could have just been saying that, that's the reascn
why I, I wasn't...

FISHER: And, and, and, and walk me through this again.
He told D'ANGELD what? That he had a guaranteed
contract...

RASHAD: UT.

FISHER: That he was going to get paid money even if he
didn't do any work?

RASHAD: Exactly.

ROBERTSON: Yeah., Bottom, basically, bottom line...
RASHAD: Least that's what, that's what, yeah,

that's what came, you know, came back to us, s0...

ROBERTSON: Ard I, I, I was like, man, UI...
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I think I seen the agreement. And it was, I seen
where it contingent upon, 'cause you, vou e-mailed

me a copy too. Then, I just, I didn't save it, you know,
that's why I was like okay. That's in

another district though, you know.

FISHER: So RON told D'ANGELC that he had some..,.
RCBERTSON: UI.,

FISHER: He was gonna get a guaranteed payment

from me in scme way?

ROBERTSON: No, he mentioned teo, uh, I think he had
mentioned that to ABDUL. He said that even if, if,
if, if he don't get any work on the deal, then he was,
you know, he was guaranteed to get paid. But he
prokably just was saying that just to UI.

RASHAD: UT.,

FISHER: But why would that upset D'ANGELO?
ROBERTSON: Ch, bescause, well, because...

RASHAD: Oh well because I Because the positicn.
Cause he wanted {(Laughs) 'cause he wanted him sut.

He want to make sure there’s no repercussions. Like he
got something to hang over, um...

FISHER: Oh, us doing something with RA~-MILL now?
RASHAD; Exactly. Exactly.

FISHER: Was gonna come back to...

RASHAD: Exactly.
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FISHER: Or would come ocut of your pocket.

LAUGHS

RASHAD: Exactly. Exactly.

FISHER: Alright (Laughing).

Se, I den't know., I, I, I'm a
skillful negotiator I think, and I don't, I, I can
understand people saying certain things that may

RASHAD: But, I just want to make sure, 'cause if we,
I haven't personally said to RON, uh, there was a,
there was a call that D'ANGELQO had made, uh, to RICK
and uh, but he did express to me his frustrations
about it strongly but, uh...

ROBERTSON: Mainly he, he frustrated about him
coming, you know, how did he, how did we ke up here
on the front end of the deal and now, you know, we back
here. That's what UL, that, that was his whole deal.
RASHAD: Yeah.

ROBERTSON: He's just like, well how did, vou know,
how did...

RASHAD: Especially without having anything

contractual agreement with RON.
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RCBERTSON: Yeah, so that's what 0I.,,

RASHAD: Because it didn't start out that way, but...
ROBERTSON: Yeah.

RASHAD: Well, T just want te make sure that 1f, if,
if moving forward...

ROBERTSON: Mm—hmm.

RASHAD: Okay, just ain't a solution...

ROBERTSON: Yeah.

RASHAD: Just moving forward. That if, if, if
everything is contingent upcn X-Y-Z, then when, when
told, because I don't think RON has been told
anything.

RASHAD: Okay. 8o, I just want to be clear that,
that when, that when teld, ther
