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2- A Summary of the Meetings Which Took Place with the Iranians 5o Far

1- (9/30/90) A meeting was held in Emirates. Hamas was represented by (Abu Omar, Abu

Inas), and Iran was represenied by (Ali Mohamedi - Director of the Religious

Movements in the Foreign Ministry, Ali Zadah - Director of Palestine Aftairs in

the Circle of Arab and African Nations). The delegation placed several goals for

itself which arc:

1- That Tran would comprehend Hamas' independence.

2- That Iran would also comprehend that Hamas has started a relationship with
multiple

regimes; some of which are friendly to Iran and some are enemy.

3- Ascertaining their method in dealing with Hamas in the future and the impact
of the

sectarian aspect in this maller.

4- Getting acquainied with the Iranian make-up, method of dealing with it and
how to

contacl them.

5- Finding out what Iran wants in regards io the method of dealing with lamas.

Through its replics to the questions of our delegation, the Tranian delegation
confirmed

The following matters:

1- That the relationship with ITamas or others 15 our duty and our responsibility
and the

Islamic movements are the most importiant ones in the cquation.

2- The stratcgy for the liberation of Palestine is done through the Islamic revival
and

escalating it until it reaches the needed power and the ideal unity and then we go

to Palestine.

3- We ask you for suggestions and visions regarding the relationship which you

expect from us.

The following questions were posed to our delegation:

1- What is your strategy in regards to tuming to the (P.L.O)?

2- Regarding Arafat's representation of the Palestinian peoplc?

3- Are you going to join the Palestinian National Council?

4- What are your points of disagreements with the Jihad Movement?

5- Do you have a firm belief that the Organization's political position will change?

6- Ilave you posed special conditions for the self-rule elections?

7- What is the position of the people in the '48 territories? And what are your
plans

for the people's future over there.

8- What are Hamas' requests from Iran?

The Movement's delegation made up from (Abu Omar, Abdel Aziz, Aboul Bara/,
Abu Mahmoud, Abu Hamam and Abu Ali) visited Tehran where the delegation
was officially received by the director of the Middle Liast Section at the Foreign
Ministry, Mr. Khinsawi. The delegation held many meetings which are: A
meeting at the Foreign Ministry where the Iranian side was headed by Dr.
Wilayati, the Foreign Minister.

This was Hamas' first official meeting with the [ranian government. The Minister
granted his approval to open an office for Hamas in Tehran and to approve brother
Imad al-Alami as a representative for the Movement over there. Also, the
delegation held several meetings during the visit, most important of which was a
working lunch with Hizballah-Lebanon delegation headed by Abbas Mosawi, the
party's Secretary General. Also, there were several meetings with the Popular
Front-The General Command, Islamic Jihad, leaders from the Muslim
Brotherhood in Egypt, the Muslim Group in Lebanon, and the leaders of the
Afghanistan's Mujahideen, in addition to several meetings with the different
media outlets.

The Movement's representative in Damascus had a meeting with the Iranian
ambassador in Syria, Sheik Akhtari, an Iranian official and the security official for
Hizballah. The Iranians praised Hamas and its stances and submitted an invitation
to Hamas to take part in the fortieth anniversary of the martyrdom of al-Mosawi.
Several meetings took place between the Movement's representative in lran and a
number of Iranian officials who are Sheik al-Islam Kiha'l, Shahidi, Khansawi,
Nobari and Sirmadi, in addition to periodical meetings with officials.

- A meeting took place between our representative in Damascus and the franian

Charge D'affaires in Damascus. The talk cenlered around Hamas' relationship with
the Syrian government and Hamas' invitation to participate in the third
anniversary of the death of Khomeini. There was also talk about the Martyr's
Foundation. Our representative was handed over copies of the two wires which
were sent to the Movement's account.

A meeiing took place between the Movement's representative in Iran and the
Director General of the Foreign Affairs Circle in Iran. The talk circled around the
delay in the installments and the slow progress of the relationship. The Iranian
official affirmed Iran's keenness on the relationship and promised to follow up on
the installments igsue personally. The sums of money which were sent to the
Movement were approved.

A meeting took place between our representative in Damascus and the Director
General of the Iranian Revolutionary Guards and the Military Commander. The
talk revolved around Hamas' relationship with the Syrian government, Hamas'
relationship with the other Palestinian factions and the Guards' readiness to
provide any assistance the Movement needs in Syria and Lebanon. The talk also



revolved around the nature of the relationship between Jran and the 1slamic
Palestinian Movement.
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3- The Relationship with [ran

Introduction

The relationship came in harmony with the Movement's policy which aims at breaking the
political collar around it and emerging from the limited circle inside to the outside arena through
openness and the formation of balanced relationships with different regimes which is one of its
staples. No doubt the relationship with the Tranians takes a special meaning in that regards due to
the previous stances and each party's reserved look to the other one. Thus said, we will take a
look at the relationship by shedding light on:

One: The importance of the relationship with [ran:

1- Iran possesses buge material and human resources.

2- And it is an Islamic nation which raises Islam's banner and is ready to provide assistance.
3- Tt also enjoys an influeniial political-geographic position.

4- The closeness in the political stance between Iran and Hamas.

Two: The current Iranian political situation:

1- Iran seeks to break the regional and international isolation which was imposed on it due (o the
Irag-lran war. It has noticeably succeeded in that, particularly following the Second Gulf War.
2- The recent concern for the Palestinian Cause and the convening of a special conference for
that is due to Iran's desire to strengthen the policy of political openness and solidifying the
relationship with the Arab world and to control one of the elements of the regional equation.

3- 1t might also be duc to the lranian regime's understanding of the global changes whose most
important results was the continuation of the American power in imposing monopoly on the
region and 1t is a power that is hostile to Iran and seeks o contain it.
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Three: Goals of the relationship:

1- Familiarizing the Iranian society with (he Palestinian Cause and increasing its dealing with it.
2- Obtaining financial support in its two [orms: the monetary and the other facilities.

3- Obtaining political and media support for Hamas through support to its political stances.

Four: Guidelines and Policies:

1- Non-participation in a political alliance or axis led by Iran against any Arab or Islamic nation,
axig or alliance.

2- In the current time, we particularly point to not running with the flow of the Tranian stance that
is hostile to the Palestinian Liberation Organization and its higher command.

3- Working to find a balance in the political relationship with the other parties (Iraq, Saudi
Arabia).

Five: The Status Quo of the Relationship:

1- Following several preliminary meetings between the Movement and the officials over here,
honest and ¢lear dialogue took place from our side during which we affirmed our insistence on
our full independence which is not subject to discussion, along with our readiness to start a
relationship with what serves the Palestinian Causc and supports the people inside. These
meetings paved the way to the visit which took place during the special conterence about the
Palestinian Cause at the end of October '91. The comrades expressed their readiness to open an
official office for the Movement.

2- The office started to conduct its affairs in March 92. Dealings with it is conducted by those
appointed to the Foreign Ministry and in an official way and in the Movement's name.

3- Due to the comrades' view that the Organization is the representative and the facl that there is
an embassy for them over here, the official status of the office does not exceed representation of
the Movement without having any diplomatic dimension 1o it.

4- Points of view in regards to the Palestinian affuirs are periodically exchanged, especially that
they are keen on finding out our vision for the political developments on the Palestiniun arena.
5- Tn regards to popular mobilization, there is no flexibility in this field, particularly that any
activity requires an official approval. Tt is normally granted with coordination with the concerned
apparatuses, something which does not take little time.
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Six: Evaluating the relationship:

1- One of the results of our presence here is providing a clear picture about the Movement,
especially that their sources of information is usually through competing groups "Islamic Fihad
Movement".

2- There is keenness over here 10 finding the extent of the rclationship between the Movement
and the Ikhwani element. Onc rcason for this keenness on the relationship with us is their desire
to establish advanced relationship with the Tkhwami element in the (Global Movement.

3- Media over here as well as officials are accustomed to cxaggerated compliments and
unreserved words of support by the powers residing over here such as Fathi's group. This sort of
obstacle might be present here against opening advanced relationships with the organizations,
particularly that they want to deal with them as being the Icaders of the Islamic world.

4- The relationship still progresses very slowly and this is a characteristic of political
mobilization over here. On the other hand, bureaucracy and routine exist. Thirdly, there is
duplication of the dceision-making apparatuses. For instance, even though a resolution was made
over a year and a half ago to allocate a sum of money to support the inside and a committce was
formed to dispense it, yet it did not carry out ils business and several frames to spend this money
were created several times.

5- It musi be noted that the foreign policy of the comrades over here is divided as there are a
number of causes which occupy them whether in Irag, Lebanon, Central Asia, Afghanistan and
the Gulf security, all of which are hot issues, something which makes practical application less
than the declared stances at the Palestinian Cause level.

Seven: Qur future vision of the relationship:
1- Work must be donc to develop the relationship and to urge the Iranians to take more practical

steps towards the Palestinian Cause, in addition to increasing the size of our presence over here,
especially that the arena is void of regimes that are opposed to the peaceful solution and there is a
high agreement in regards o the political siance from the peace process.

2- Trying to take advantage of the positive aspect in the Tranians which did not take place yct
despite their readiness. There is no doubt that the slowness in implementing the policies over
here is one of the reasons for the lack of implementation, while acknowledging that the lack of
our readiness or the clarity of our needs has contributed to this delay. This is something we are
working to avoid, Almighty's willing.

3- There is a bigger advaniage 1o our official presence in regards to increasing the Movement's
political weight abroad and investing in Iran's relationship with Syria in order to find bring about
more trust in dealing and reach our official presence over there.

4- Pushing the franians to more contribution in supporting the Intifada and the people inside.

5- In our view, the relationship will be confined to a certain ceiling, particularly with the
understanding of Iran's inclination to dealing according to their own dimension which became
clearer in Lebanon and Afghanistan.
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4- Useful Information regarding the Relationship with Iran

1- What controls Iran 1s one party and they do not trust the majority of the government's
employees.

2- Expressing their readiness to grant all of Hamas requests.

3- As anation, Iran seeks to have an advanced position everywhere and they have their own
goals.

4- The Tranians are very kecn on the relationship with Hatnas at any level.

5- The sectarian issue is a very promincnt issue and it has a say in organizing the status and the
relationship with any party.

6- The reason behind their keenness on establishing a relationship with Hamas is its impact on
the evenls,

7- They are keen on maintaining the secrecy of the relationship in the present time.

8- They have no objection to dealing with the (P.L.0) in the future .

9- The Palestinian Cause is not 4 prime Tranian concern, as the Gulf region, Saudi Arabia and the
Holy Sites are more important and are of higher status to them.

10- It is necessary to maintain the relationship with them.

11- Delivering information, statements and others.

12- That our relationship with them does not impact our relationship with the Arab parties, and
the Gulf ones in particular.

13- The relationship with the Organization now is frozen and it has not recognized the State of
Palestine officially.

14- Iran is a Shiite country, and its political system is religious and sectarian which places the
sectarian issue on the top of its priorities.

15- In spite of that, it is a country that is targeted by the international forces, especially America
and they work on conlaining it.

16- Its concern with the Palestinian Cause is not large as it seems so far.

17- The Iranians' view of the Global Islamic Movement is a negative and a critical one.

18- Their concern with Hamas stems from the weakness of the Jihad Movement and the lack of
its impact on the Palestinian arena.

19- So far, there has not becn a proof of their financial generosity in supporting the Islamic
movements and parties except for the purely Shiite movements or the ones which are completely
adherent to the Iranian stance and propagating it.

20- Iran remains a terrorist nation to some extent in the eyes of the international community.
