The activities of the second camp at the Palestine Mosque

. With the beginning of the summer holiday for the year 1994 - 1415H, the management of
the Islamic Complex decided to proceed with the summer camps project, especially after
noticing the great benefits our students gain from such camps during the past year. One of
these camps is the second summer camp which was held at the Palestine mosque in Al-
Remal district in the city of Gaza whose population is estimated at ten thousand people.
Supervisors and the people in charge of this camp have set several goals, praying to
Almighty God to assist them in achieving them,

Among these goals:

1- Providing an individual with Islamic knowledge, values and manners.

2- Developing social relationships between the camp members and instilling the spirit of
brotherhood and love among thern,

3- Developing some of the sports and scientific skills in the camp members.

4- Introducing students to the computer equipment and its importance in our modermn life and
teaching them some of its fundamental basics. -

5- Providing a healthy environment for the students to allow them to spend their leisure time in a
positive and constructive way.

6- Strengthening students's feeling of belonging to Palestine.

7- Providing health care to the students and developing their health awareness.

. Our camp started on 7/16/1994 A.D. and ended on 7/28/1994A.D. Its daily program
started at 8 o’clock in the morning and ended at twelve thirty noon time. The camp had
one hundred and twenty five students between the ages of ten and fifteen years old. It was
chaperoned by twelve chaperones from different specialties as there were:

A- A peneral camp supervisor B- A computer trainer C- A sports supervisor
D- A food supervisor E- A health supervisor F- An arts supervisor
(3- A cultural supervisor
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Camp Activities

The camp included diverse and different activities, all of which serve the desired goals behind
this camp. Some of these activities were .

1- Religious activity: Which aims at providing the students with the Islamic knowledge, manners
and values. There was field follow-up and practical instruction to strengthen the students'
observance of such manners and values in addition to the acadermc classes. Students were
performing the midday prayer together in the mosque.

2- Computer activity:

Students received an introduction about the computer and its importance in our modern life and
were iniroduced to some basic and simple essentials of its operation that are suitable to their
level. They also played some entertaining games on it.

3- Sports activily:
It included soccer, table tennis and some karate shows.

4- Health activity:

It included two aspect: the first aspect in the form of dedicating a daily lesson to the health
subject in order {0 provide them with health instructions and teach them how to guard themselves
against diseases and epidemics. protect themselves from illnesses and diseases. The second
aspect was in the form of providing a heath service to all the participating students by conducting
a complete blood analysis and determining the blood type and the hemoglobin percentage.
Special cards were distributed to each participant for that purpose.

5- Art and recreational activity: :
This was done in the form of teaching some songs to the students and playing some entertaining
games, in addition to watching several shows through the video machine.

6- Trip activity:

Two trips were organized during the camp's period, at a rate of one trip per week. One of these
trips was to the seaside where the participants enjoyed the beautiful seaside breeze and
practiced the hobby of swimming. It had a good impact on the spirits of the participants and it
provided them with vitality and energy. As for the second trip, it was a tour of the cities and
establishments of our beloved Strip. It helped develop a student's knowledge of

the reality of his homeland and ingrained his feeling of belonging to this stolen homeland.
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7- Morning activity :

It starts at 8 o’clock in the moming as the first day of ¢camp is inaugurated with Qur’anic verses
recited by one of the participants, then a word of guidance from one of the supervisors
followed by the camp song and then breakfast.

Camp Services

The camp provided participating students with various services, among them :

1- The camp provided each participant with a T-shirt with a print of the camp slogan.

2- The camp provided each student with one meal (breakfast) every day and the lunch meal
during the trip to the seaside.

3- The camp provided a health service for each student through testing for the blood group and
the blood strength of each student.

4- The camp provided each student with various motivational prizes while participating in the
camp activities.

5- The camp provided each student with cold drinks and cookies from time to time.

These are some of the services provided to the students among others, asking the Lord for good

acceptance, he is nearby, a listener and the granter of supplications.

At the end of the camp, a close party was organized where special and public invitations were
distributed. Each participant received a special invitation (o his guardian to attend this party, in
addition to other public invitations in the mosques of the district. This party included :

- A word from the Islamic Complex management - A word from the guardians - A word from
one of the students .

The intermission between these words included Islamic songs and karate shows, during which
cold drinks and cookies were offered to the guests.
